WHAT: Truck Pull – 10 people form a team and pull a truck weighing approximately 42,000 lbs. Teams pull the
truck 12 feet and compete for Fastest Team, Slowest Team, and Best Dressed Team. Truck Pull is open to
registered teams only and registration is open to the public.

WHEN: Saturday, March 6, 2010 – Registration at 9:00am - Pull begins at 10:00am. - End time around noon depending
upon number of teams registered.
